Sewer Relining

In 2019, the Town had camera’s go through the
sewer lines in town to determine their condition.
Based on this work, the town implemented a pro-
gram to reline the sewer lines in town to extend
the life of the lines with no requirement to dig up
the street.

Relining involves the installation of a resin satu-
rated felt tube into the sewer line and steam is
then used to harden the resin into a new pipe.

In 2023, the Town will be relining and fixing 550
meters of sewer lines in a approximate cost of
$230,000.
